Part I: Instructions for preparing questions
Step 1: Prepare the original file content
Delete the content of the beginning and end of the exam, you only keep the content
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]






Step 2: Prepare the original exam content
· The questions must start with Câu {number}: or Question {number}: followed by the question in English.
·  The answer section must not be on the same line or contain the same content as the question; before starting the answer section, you must press Enter to move to a new line.
· The answers must start with A., B., C., D., and these characters must be in bold.
· Each answer is recommended to be placed on a separate line.
· If an answer is correct, it should be marked in bold and red, e.g., A
· If the question and answers include images, they should be set to Inline with text mode (so that when rearranging, the images won’t shift unpredictably).
· If your question has no answers or no correct answer, it will not be converted into Moodle XML.
· For True/False questions, each idea should begin with a), b), c), or d), and should be bolded for better visibility. If any answer is True, highlight it in red.
· Note that if a multiple-choice question with a single answer contains a) b) c) d) in the question text, you should replace them with different characters.
For example,

It is recommended to replace a), b), c), d) with other characters such as I, II, III, IV, as shown in the example below.

Part II: Common Errors
Error 1: Question or answers placed inside a table

Error 2: Typing mistake or missing the required keyword at the beginning of the question

Error 3: Typing mistake or missing the required keyword at the beginning of the answer

Question 13: Please add a period (.) after the character B
Question 14: Please remove the space between the character D and the period (.)

Error 4: No line break between the question and the answer section

You need to press Enter before starting the answer section so that we can distinguish between the question and the answers.






Error 5: No line break between the answers of the previous question and the next question.
This error prevents us from recognizing the question. It is very hard to detect. In MS Word, it may appear that there is a line break (Figure 1), but actually there isn’t. When uploading the questions to Vloom Forge for shuffling, it causes questions to stick together as shown in Figure 2.

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Error 6: Answers use the Numbering feature in MS Word
Answers are often automatically numbered, e.g., A., using MS Word’s Numbering feature. This makes it very difficult for us to recognize the answers[image: A computer screen shot of a computer screen

Error 7: Vloom Forge mistakenly recognizes answer keywords from units, quantities, proper names, place names, or any answers containing the characters A, B, C, D.
